“Just Leave”, if it were only that easy.  It’s hard to understand sometimes why any-
one would stay in an abusive situation.  The truth is there are many reasons for 
someone to feel they need to stay in the situation.  When someone says “just leave” it 
implies that it’s the victim’s responsibility to stop the violence and subsequently 
blames her for the abuse, as opposed to the abuser who is committing a crime.   
In the media recently an NFL player assaulted his wife, and has been suspended from 
the NFL for this incident.  Yet, in an interview his wife the victim in the situation, 
apologized for her role in the incident,   the incident that was caught on camera.  
This is an example of how society blames the victim and holds her accountable for 
the violence and not the abuser. 
 So, what can we, as a community, do to change things?  Be aware of what is being 
said to a victim of abuse.  Know that there are reasons for staying, those reasons 
could be: 

Safety of children 
No money 
Death threats 
Threats of physical harm  
No support system 
Nowhere to go  

These are just a few of the reasons victims stay.  Over time the victim has learned 
what tactics work to temporarily stop the violence.  The victim will use different 
strategies to cope with and resist the abuse.

Yes, it can be done!  Prevention can sometimes seem overwhelming because power-
based personal violence is deeply rooted in society.  Power-based personal violence in-
cludes bullying, teen dating violence, domestic and sexual violence, and child abuse.  We 
can always provide quality services to and advocate for victims of violence, but the ques-
tion is still asked: how can we better address the larger issue of power-based personal 
violence to reduce the number of victims who need services? 

Power-based violence can have long-lasting and harmful consequences on individuals, 
families, and communities.  The goal of preventing power-based personal violence is to 
stop it before it starts and can take many forms.  At the heart of prevention, however, is 
social change—no small feat.  Preventing power-based personal violence requires a 
change in our society...a change in attitudes, beliefs, behaviors, environments, and policies 
to eliminate those that contribute to power-based personal violence and to promote those 
that prevent it.  Preventing power-based personal violence is a public health concern be-
cause we are focusing on the health and well-being of the community as well as the 
individuals.   

One strategy to succeed in preventing power-based personal violence is bystander inter-
vention, which is what we educate students in our school presentations about.  Typically, 
the term “bystander” refers to a person who passively stands by watching an event take 
place without getting involved.  For our purposes, primary prevention—stopping violence 
before it starts, a bystander is redefined as someone who actively intervenes when wit-
nessing situations that promote or condone violence.  This redefinition is important for a 
few reasons.  First, empowering active, visible bystanders to stand up and speak out 
against violence shifts the cultural norm to make it more acceptable to speak up against 
violence, and makes violence less acceptable and, therefore, less likely to occur.  Second, 
bystander intervention shifts away from the notion of men as perpetrators and women 
as victims and instead holds both men and women responsible for being active bystand-
ers and preventing violence.  This is not just a “woman’s issue”….power-based personal 
violence affects men as well. 

Every individual in our communities has the antidote to this horrible epidemic in their 
hands.  Since power-based personal violence is something that is caused by people to 
people...we don’t have to wait for the cure to be discovered in a lab somewhere.  Alt-
hough funding is necessary to continue to provide services such as advocacy and shelter, 
money isn’t necessary to be able to impact a victim’s life in a positive way. 

The challenge for all of us is to do what we can.  We can meet the challenge with hope.  
For the truth is that people commit power-based personal violence, and people can stop it.  
Your efforts have the potential to save lives, to stop the violence, and to create new op-
portunities for families living in fear and danger.  Join us in preventing power-based per-
sonal violence—which includes domestic violence.  Want us to present to your group or 
school?

When many individuals hear 
“domestic violence”, the black 
eyes and bruises are usually 
what comes to mind.  Domes-
tic violence is a little more 
complicated than that.  It can 
also be difficult to understand 
the dynamics of domestic vio-
lence if you haven’t experi-
enced it or haven’t been edu-
cated enough or worked 
closely with  it. 

Here’s some basics… 

 DV is a pattern of assaul-
tive and coercive behav-
iors that adults or adoles-
cents use against their 
current or former intimate 
partners 

 DV distorts what is sup-
posed to be a partnership 
based on mutual respect 
and creates a relationship 
where each partner no 
longer shares equal rights 
and responsibilities with-
in the partnership 

 DV is physical abuse, sex-
ual violence and abuse, 
psychological abuse, and 
economic abuse 

 Commonly used control 
tactics in DV relationships 
include isolating the vic-
tim, using the children, 
damaging relationships, 
attacking property and 
pets, and stalking the vic-
tim during or after the 
relationship.

All abusers look for something to blame their behavior on. Common excuses that 
abusers give for their behavior include: 

 Anger 

 Substance abuse 

 Childhood victimization or exposure to violence 

 Post-Traumatic Stress Disorder 

 Traumatic brain injury 

Why do these excuses work so well for abusers? 
People who abuse their partners are skilled manipulators. Family, friends, police 
officers, judges and service providers get taken in and miss what is truly going on. 
Their partners are often looking for something – anything – that will help make 
sense of the abusive behavior. We don’t distinguish very well between domestic 
abuse and responsive or situational violence. 
We mistake domestic abuse and substance use often occur together, many people 
mistakenly assume that the substance use causes the domestic abuse  – and that at-
tending to the substance use will stop the domestic abuse . 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
We look only at physical violence, and ignore… 

 Abusers’ non-domestic criminal histories. 
 Abusers’ attitudes of entitlement – which easily co-exist with other prob-

lems that an individual may have. 
 How abusers behave when they are not experiencing the problem 

(e.g.,  when they are not intoxicated or angry). 
 How abusers use their other problems – and their engagement in treat-

ment for them – as weapons of control. 
 The social context (peer support for attributing violence to intoxication, 

social attitudes about male/female relationships, etc.). 
In today's economy, the effort to end domestic violence is more challenging than 
ever. Domestic violence is three times more likely when couples are experiencing 
high levels of financial strain. According to the National Center for Victims of 
Crime, 92 percent of victims' service providers have seen an increased demand in 
the last year, but 84 percent reported cutbacks in funding directly affected their 
work. 
As individuals, we must do what we can in this struggle. We must report domestic 
violence when we witness it. We must listen, understand and assist victims of do-
mestic violence. We must urge legislators to fund victims' service providers and to 
fund police agencies enforcing domestic violence laws. 
Domestic violence affects our entire community, but we, as individuals, can take 
steps to stop it. Please join Christos House as we educate and assist individuals deal-
ing with Domestic Violence.
